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Economic Intelligence Center (EIC) revised Thailand’s

2017 economic growth from 3.4% to 3.6% as the exports are
recovered beyond expectation. A recovery of large economies
such as the U.S., the EU and Japan resulted in 8.9% export
growth rate in Thailand in the first 8 months this year led by
agricultural products, food and beverages, and electronic parts.
EIC predicted that the expansion of export will be continuous and
this year’s export value will grow by 7% which is the highest
in 6 years. As for tourism, the tendency seems to be promising.
EIC predicted that as many as 35.2 million tourists are expected
in Thailand in 2017 rising from the previous year 7.9%.
Households’ purchasing power has not been recovered
in line with international purchasing power though purchasing
power of high income group is quite good which can be seen
from sales volume of durable goods, especially a higher growth
rate of passenger cars. However, purchasing power of the
moderate to low income remains weak which can be seen
from a decline in expenditure on necessary goods items
such as food and beverages in line with the falling of agricultural
income in the first half of the year while non-agricultural
income tends to stabilize. By the way, EIC expected new
household debt growth to slow down due to the high existing
burden while Thailand tightens credit card rules and finalize
measures to control the growth of personal loans classified
by income level which has been effective since the third

quarter of 2017.

EIC assessed that Thailand’s economy is expected to
expand further in 2018 to 3.5% from supporting investment
from both government and private sectors. Other than
investment in transportation infrastructure from government
sector, EIC have seen various signal indicators showing
greater private sector investment in 2018 for exporting industries
with a growing of continuous capacity utilization, foreign
investments in the Eastern Economic Corridor (EEC), and
the driving of E- commerce business to Thai consumer market
that lead to investment demand in different parts such as
logistics, product storage and distribution, data collection
and analysis. However, the slowdown of labor shortage from
adjusting to the new immigration decree and households’
purchasing power are main factors that may result in the
2018 investment.

EIC recommended business proprietors to understand
types of economy and business of new context from the rise
of consumers in the digital age. Consumer market in the digital
age has been rapidly increasing in Thailand as well as ASEAN
countries, India and China. When the connectivity is complete,
there will be more than 3,000 million people in the consumer
base. Such capacity contributes enormous potential growth
and business value. EIC viewed that E- commerce business
tends to outstandingly expand in terms of service provider
and consumer base in 2018 and assessed that a consumer-
centered business model that can respond directly to
consumers’ needs will play a crucial role in the growth of

business in the following periods.
