This year, Thailand's Food and Beverage Industry has
initiated the investment in automation technology, bringing
robotic to drive into Industry 4.0 in the commercial world,
and also established a Smart Factory to enhance their
competitiveness.

Mr. Sopan Manathanya, Managing Director of Chia
Meng Marketing Co., Ltd. revealed that in this year, one
robotic with estimated cost of 3-4 Million Baht will invested
to utilize in the production line for testing the use and
supporting the transition to Industry. 4.0 and the investment
plan also aims to change into a Smart Factory within 4-5 years
to solve the domestic labor shortage problem and to cope
with the increasing labor cost and the severe competition
with both Vietnam and Cambodia, although their quality of
rice is currently unable to compete with Thai rice, Thailand

needs to improve and develop our rice to add its value.
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Meanwhile, Mr. Tawee Piyapattana,
Chairman of the Board of Directors, PFP
Group, said that the transformation of
Thai business into Industry 4.0 will face
the obstacle that many factories are not
ready to be a Smart Factory, it is better
to invest in the establishment of new
factory. For PFP Group, we are studying
and planning to build a new factory on
the area over 10 rai in Songkhla Province,
which is expected to spend 200 Million
Baht for investment budget by 2019,
however, the reduction of labor is not
yet planned. Additionally, Mr. Tawee also
said that "The challenge of Industry 4.0
is the business must compete in developing
innovative products or creating value
added products to be consistent with
consumer behavior while the technological
investment will provide the accurate
production and loss reduction, resulting
in cost reduction in many aspects and

more efficient management.”

Saha Group already initiated the
investment of robofic, Mr. Apisate Thamma-
nomai, Executive Vice President of
President Bakery Public Co., Ltd. said
that all three major companies including
President Bakery Co., Ltd., Thai
President Foods Public Co., Ltd. and
Lion Corporation (Thailand) Limited,
speedily invest in plant technology to
step into Industry 4.0 by building Smart
Factory, President Bakery Plc. prepares
to invest 150 Million Baht and bring robatic
to use at Lat Krabang plant and Bang
Chan plant in order to automate all

production processes.

Mr. Kosit Suksingha, Executive Vice
President of Thai Beverage Plc., said
that the company is moving forward by
using technology to drive the organization,
the investment valued approximately
1,200 Million Baht is for 3 years (2017-
2020), one of focuses is supply chain
system from upstream to downstream
which will be fully utilized of digital,
BevTech Co., Ltd. develops the
automation system and bring 60-70
robots to use in 30-40 plants with
the target to be Smart Factory within

few years.

From above perspectives, 2018 is
considered as the first step of food
industry to be integrated with production
world, this is to say that at least 3 years
from now on, it is expected to realize
the network connectivity in the Internet
of Things style from upstream to

downstream.

The change of digital marketing world has caused many organizations and brands to incessantly update
themselves, it is undeniable that Big Data plays a very important role in this Era.
Mr. Tanapon Subsomboon, Chief Executive and Founder of Adyim, the Digital Marketing Solution Provider under

YDM Group, revealed that many large corporates in Thailand tend to emphasize on the Big Data investment in

this year, especially, bank business group, telecommunication business group, and retail business group, because

they need to adapt themselves to support the digital disruption, whether it be FinTech or E-=Commerce, and to
keep up with the consumer behaviors in Digital Era. In case of SME sector, it is expected that in next two years,
the Big Data shall be invested to apply for data analysis. In addition, it is also found that the consumer goods
business in Thailand uses very less Big Data, whereas the electrical appliance business group will mostly collect
data via purchase record form which is poor or non-systematic data collection. Regarding to the factor making
corporate to emphasize on Big Data, it is a tool to help in data analysis from both website and CRM base for improving
the system or developing the business. In the past, the corporate saw Big Data as CRM implementation, it was not

actively used to apply in marketing. Besides, the data collection of Thai corporates is still in the early stage and

behind Singapore and South Korea for a few years and behind USA for 10 years.
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"The obstacle of Thai corporates is most of them wrongly

collects data, they are in the level of collection and
classification but they cannot analyze data for business
continuity. At present, there are only 3 business groups:
Bank, Telecommunication, Retail/E-commerce, that are
ready to bring big data to continue their businesses or
implement digital marketing strategies, for example,
Central Group uses the 1 Card for data collection to
see behaviors of buying goods in Central Department
Store, Family Mart, etc. and fo offer promotions pleasing
customers. " Mr. Tanapon said.

This year's digital marketing market is worth 1.43 Ten
Billion Baht, increasing 15% from previous year's value
of 1.24 Ten Billion Baht, it comes from the increase of digital
media budget for social media, YouTube, Google, it is also
expected that in the next 4-5 years, the use of digital media
will increase from 10% to 40%, similar to USA, England
and Japan, which is considered as higher figure, causing
brand to more focus on digital marketing. Therefore, the
enormous data analysis is important because no matter the
business will use Big Data as a CRM tool, new product
and service development, the final target is to make
accurate marketing and close sale, any brand cannot
adapt itself to technology at once, it may be impacted

to be disappeared from the market due to their failure

to compete.

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Creative Space Workshop has been organized by the collaboration of the Thai Printing Association, represented by
Mr. Prasit Klong-Nguluerm, Director of Digital Printing, who has more than 30 years of experience in the printing and photography industry.

The event obtained useful printing knowledge and tips as well as understand how to accurately create and prepare a file for printing.
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Although digital printing technology became global
trend, the ‘creative designer’ is always the important part.

The creative designer's most vital role is to study and
understand the overall printing system, be adaptable to
changes and, more importantly, able to create ‘quality’
and ‘value’ of his own printing works by selecting the right
printing technology.

Additionally, it is necessary for the creative designer to
seek further knowledge, particularly on how to prepare a
completely accurate file before printing, while being able to
avoid common issues that can arise on a digital fle. According
to the survey conducted by creative designers and printing
houses worldwide, common issues can be explained as follows:
1) Fonts and Text some printing centers are unable to create
the fonts that we normally use. Separating the overprint text
layer from the image layer will make black-printed letters more
distinct and visible.

2) Trap In case where the design has a clear image or

background of two colors overlapping each other, offset
printing may cause distortion to a printed image. The creative
designer is suggested to create ‘Trapping’ by adjusting one

color to slightly have a larger extent to prevent the protrusion

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3) Color communicate devices to facilitate the preparation of a correct
file for use, such as CMYK for Printing or RGB for other digital media.
4) File Format prepare an appropriate file to match up with a

certain printing format. Take the native file format (PSD, Al,
and IND flename extensions) for example, it is a file created
by the design software.

5) Page Setup designer need to identify the trim mark, bleed
area, and safety zone on the design to properly control the
design space and prevent errors during the printing process.
6) Link This issue occurs when the creative designer forgets
attach an image file to be linked to the artwork, it is also

suggested to save the design after being converted to the
PDF format.

7) Bleed It is necessary to set up the bleed area to make sure
there is no unwanted border when the design is trimmed.
8) Supplied Proof The designer should prepare a sample of
design fo printing house for inspection. For design, use an inkjet
printer to proceed with ‘Design Proof'. ‘Digital Proof’ is suggested
to ensure that all colors have been selected accurately prior to printing.
9) Missing Graphic designer must thoroughly check a selected
fle and correctly attach other image files (if any) prior to submitting
to a printing house.

10) Resolution Images used on printed media such as magazine,
leaflet, or and label should have the minimum resolution of
300 dpi (dots per inch).
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Favorite product label design tips that will take your
brand to the next level:

Basically, a product label must contain significant
information such as type of product, brand name, and name
of manufacturer. Hence, aside from a product name, a good-
looking label should have an attractive logo and slogan as
well as other important messages. Here are the tips for
creating an appealing product label:
» Use colors wisely » Select the right font
» Make sure the font is readable « Pick a proper image
« Be careful with material * Choose a correct size

* Finalize a selected label
