Eco-friendly Packaging
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Eco-friendly packaging is a part of sustainable
packaging which is very important for brand owners to
serve consumer need in order to reduce waste and eco
crisis worldwide.
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The development for eco-friendly packaging can
be done with any materials and types, each has different
advantages, limitationand applications. The post consumer
packaging shall be managed systematically by all stakeholders
e.g.cleargovernment policy and effective waste management,
right structural packaging design to cover all packaging

functions, last but not least, consumer discipline of waste

separation by material at source.
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Case study “Is it an eco-friendly packaging? will be shared
in this article.
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Replace plastic bottles with paper bottles for

detergent liquid and skin lotion

.
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Paper bottle for detergent liquidis sold in Germany.
Bottle cap, spout and neck are made of plastic, tightly fixed
with high rigidity molded-pulp bottle. Inside the bottle, there
isathinfilm pouch containing liquid product. After used, each
part can be separated and collected for recycling. This
packaging is developed aiming at reducing plastic consumption
while all key functions maintained and therefore it is an
eco-friendly packaging.
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Paper bottle for skin lotion is sold in South
Korea. There is a plastic bottle inside containing
lotionliquid, the bottle is 52 % weight reduction
compared to current plastic bottle (left picture) and
having 10% PCR. Outer bottle made of molded-pulp
helpsincrease packaging strength during distribution
and use. After used, each part can be separated and
collected for recycling. This packaging is developed
aiming at reducing plastic consumption and therefore
it is an eco-friendly packaging.
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Not recommended. Even paper is recyclable but the paper production process consume
water and has high GHG emission. Moreover, the production and assembly processes of such paper bottles are

complicated, resulted in higher cost than current plastic bottles. Using currént plastic bottle made of HDPE is the

good choice in Thailand now due to recyclable and cheaper. Further development should be done, focusing on

reducing bottle weight by avoiding over-sized bottle, changing to new high performance resin grade and adding PCR

to promote;recycling in the country.

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Opinion on the current situation of corrugated paper :
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éorrugated Paper is the main material for producing packaging including corrugated'box, envelop.s, etc., with
the increasing growth rate. Despite the contraction of Thailand’s manufacturing, serv!ce, and tourism secto.rs
having a significant negative impact on the country’s overall economy since the Covid-19 ,outbreak be‘agan |ln
early 2020, packaging paper has been continuously and steadily usedinline withthe country’s GD.P, pa.rtlcularky
during the Lockdown period or when consumers were more likely to work from home or engage in online work.
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Trend : The post-Covid rebound and the reopening
of the country have had a beneficial impact on the tourism
industry and will likely contribute to its further expansion in
2022. However, rising production and transportation costs
must be continuously monitored since the end of 2021, and
have severely intensified, respectively, following the crisis of
the Ukraine-Russia war, followed by economic wars among
countries, for example, some European countries have
sanctioned Russia by prohibiting the import of timber,
a material for pulp production, from Russia, and Russia has
responded by reducing its export of natural gas, the main fuel
forindustrial plants and power plants.

The latest
developments are underway in Phase 1 and 2 clinical trials
in Thailand. “Needleless Covid Vaccine” is as effective in
preventing Covid-19 as other injectable Covid vaccines that
have met the standard. The new vaccine only differs in its
use which reduces pain caused by needles including red and
swollen skin and muscle aches which are the most common
side effects of current Covid vaccines.
