Mr. Akaranant Thitasirivit, Executive Vice President of Kasikorn Bank, stated that all factors have contributed
to Thailand’s reopening and gradual recovery as a result of an increase in the number of tourists; however, Thailand
has also faced otherissues, such as the Baht depreciation to 38 Baht per 1USD, and rising raw material costs, energy
costs, and labor costs.

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2. Consumers are increasingly
interested in reducing carbon/carbon
footprint: the discussions on this issue on social
media have increased 74% in the past 6 months.

Carbon footprint is the total amount of
greenhouse emissions and removals released from
a product or service throughout its life cycle, from
the acquisition of raw materials, production process,
distribution, usage, and waste management after use,
or from the operational activities of the organization,
to be measured in terms of tons (kilograms) of
carbon dioxide equivalent (referred from BSl’s
information), this also affects almost every
industry, including Bitcoin / NFT industry. For
this issue, only a campaign may not be enough for
brands, but every process of the product should be
improved, from production to disposal, to minimize
carbon/carbon footprint emissions.
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Consumers pay attention to the concept of

moderate and sustainable consumption:
Recent outstanding examples are the food industry and
fashion industry, let’s try to explore the following keywords:
#wearauly (meaning re-wearing), fast fashion, food waste,
overconsumption, which are mentioned for 130,000 times in
total, though these are declined when comparing to earlier;
however, it is noticed that if talking about the environment,
this issue may come back again.The perspectives on this
issue are divided into two sides: brands and consumers.

Brand Side: Consumers wish the brands to produce
their products taking into account sustainability and the
reduction of excessive amounts because overproduction
results in pollution generation in both production and
destruction.

Consumer Side: Consumers feel that the product
should be used as most as possible for its useful life, by not
using and throwing away the product which is still usable,
for example, re-wearing clothes, not wearing cloth only once
and throwing it away due to fashion trend, or moderately
consuming food, not be extravagant in eating or eat a small
amount of food and throw the remaining part away, etc.
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Consumers expect marketing
communicationstoconcernonenvironment:
Nowadays,consumers not only look at the product
but also look deeper into marketing communications
in the digital era when everyone uses social media
to create content to call attention; therefore, brands
must find ways to create how to attract consumers to
buy new products, then the content on social mediais
created, this may lead to a lot of wastes and pollutions,
andthen, there are negative opinions. Consequently,
the design or communication should be done with
carefulness on this matter, for example, some restaurants
come up with the idea of DIY food by making it atrend
on TikTok, but later, such trend turned negative
because it requires much packaging that may cause
a huge number of wastes compared to the traditional
production method, or the festival events create a lot
of wastes. Besides, consumers are interested in this
issue, they may also monitor whether the brand can
actually follow what it communicates; therefore, each
idea should give attentionto suchissuesin all aspects.

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1. Talking about “the new challenge in Wood Chip Business™

The acquisition of Siam Tree Development Co., Ltd.
by CAS Group, whichisinthe printing industry, is like moving
upward to the upstream of the printing industry. Siam Tree
is acompany selling raw materials to pulp mills for pulp pro-
duction, pulp is a raw material to produce various printing
media and packaging, including many products, such as
sanitary paper, and paper packaging. This acquisition made
C.A.S. Group step into a new business, requiring us to learn
new things from the printing industry to the agricultural
industry, it is considered as a new challenge leading to new
achievements.

2. The beginning of being the country’s FIRST
wood chip exporter

Based on the saying from the founder of the
Company since circa1987, Mr. Pirat Nakarin, on behalf
of the Private Reforestation Association of Thailand,
has coordinated with Japan International Corporation
Agency (JICA) in Thailand to study the feasibility of
exporting wood chips (eucalyptus) to Japan. Fromthe
aforementioned beginning, more information was
exchanged, and later Mr. Pirat traveled to Japan to meet
the representatives of the Japan Paper Association (JPA).
After that, a basic survey of eucalyptus plantations
in Thailand was started, and finally, the Japan Paper
Association established Thai Eucalyptus Resources
Company (TERCO), with shareholders consisting of
total 14 companies, including leading pulp companies
such as Oji Paper, Mitsubishi Paper, Chuetsu Pulp &
Paper, and other companies, to purchase wood chips
from Thailand, and also appointed C.ltoh Corporation
(later changedits nameto ITOCHU Corporation) to be
an agent for the export of wood chips from Thailand.
In early 1990, Siam Tree Development Co., Ltd. was
established under the cooperation among Itochu
Tokyo, Itochu (Thailand), Saha Pathana Inter-Holding
Public Company Limited (SPI) and other Thai minority
shareholders, the land near the market at Km.10,
Sattahip, was selected to locate the factory, Siam
Tree Company is the first exporter of eucalyptus wood
chips to Japan, the first batch was exported in the
middle of 1992.

3. What is the biggest challenge in running this
business?

The risk management and uncontrollable
factors such as currency exchange, market trading
prices, and product quality, at present, STD products
are sold to a variety of customers in more countries
such as Japan, China, and Indonesia. Since 1992,
Thailand has exported a few hundred thousand tons
of wood chips peryear, in 2022, Thailand successfully
achieved to be a world-class exporter of wood chips
to international markets and of course, the future
challenges of the wood chips market will continue to
existin along run.

4. What is your opinion on this business in the
next 5 years?

Based on the discussions with customers,
we expect that the demand for woodchips will remain
the same, although the demand in the paper and
printing media industry will be decreased, the
demand in the packaging industry will continue to be
increased, including other products such as tissue
paper, paper packaging. Presently, thereisresearchand
development of many products made of pulps, which
are new innovations.lt is therefore expected that the
future demands for pulps will not be decreased.
